SECTION 2-18.6, ENTITLED: "SOCIALLY RESPONSIBLE INVESTMENT 

COMMISSION" 

  

Be it ordained by the City of Providence:  

 
SECTION 1. The Code of Ordinances of the City of Providence, Chapter  2 , “Administration,” 

is hereby amended to add Section 2-18.6, “Socially Responsible Investment Commission,” as 

follows:  

Sec. 2-18.6. Socially Responsible Investment Commission  

 

(a) Purpose. 

 

Consistent with its responsibilities to the residents of the City of Providence, the City has 

social and ethical obligations to seek to avoid adding to its portfolio investments in 

corporations whose practices are not socially responsible. The City finds that it is a 

priority to protect the City’s interests and the public’s trust by ensuring that, when the 

City invests and conducts business, the following concerns are taken into consideration: 

 i. Environmental concerns; 

 ii. Public health concerns, including weapons production; 

 iii. Concerns related to abusive labor practices; 

 iv. Concerns about corrupt corporate ethics and governance; 

 v. Concerns related to extreme tax avoidance; 

 vi. Concerns related to exercise of such a level of market dominance so as to 

disrupt normal competitive market forces; and 

 vii. Human rights concerns 

 

(b) Establishment and authority. 

 

There shall exist a Socially Responsible Investment Commission which shall be 

empowered to 

 i. Review City investments and business activities; 

 ii. Hear input from members of the public regarding City investments and 

business activities; 

 iii. Make recommendations to the City Council for making the City’s investments 

and business activities more socially responsible, taking into account the concerns listed 

in subsection (a) of this Section. 

 

(c) Composition. 

 

The Socially Responsible Investment Commission shall consist of seven (7) members, 

two (2) appointed by the Mayor and five (5) appointed by the City Council. No current 

City employee or elected official shall be eligible for appointment to the commission. 

The members of the commission shall possess expertise in environmental and 

conservation issues, labor practices, corporate ethics and governance, corporate taxation, 

public health and safety, human rights, and investment.  

 

(d) Appointments and terms. 

 

Upon enactment of this section, two (2) appointees shall be appointed for a term of one 
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(1) year;  two (2) appointees shall be appointed for a term of two (2) years; and three (3) 

council appointees shall be appointed for a term of three (3) years. Upon expiration of 

these initial terms each subsequent appointee shall serve for a term of three (3) years. All 

such three-year terms shall expire at the end of their respective third calendar year 

(December 31st) notwithstanding the actual date of appointment. Vacancies shall be 

filled as necessary. Any person appointed to fill an unscheduled vacancy shall serve for 

the remainder of the unexpired term. The commission may also appoint subcommittees to 

address specific duties of the commission. 

 

(e) Officers and meetings. 

 

A chairperson and vice-chairperson shall be elected by the members of the commission. 

Meetings shall be called by the chairperson or at the request of at least four members of 

the commission. The commission shall establish its own meeting schedule but must meet 

at least two (2) times each calendar year. The commission shall have the ability to enter 

into executive session. The commission shall conform to open meeting laws. 

 

(f) Input from the public. 

 

Any regular meeting of the commission shall be open to the public. Public comment will 

be taken during regular meetings as an agenda item. Written public comments shall also 

be accepted and distributed to commission members.  

 

(g) Proprietary Information. 

 

Proprietary documents subject to a nondisclosure agreement and exempt from Rhode 

Island’s public records law discussed and/or reviewed at meetings will not be provided to 

the public. Commission members will not disseminate any proprietary research reports 

and/or data entrusted to them in the course of their duties. Members will use this 

information solely for the purposes of informing their recommendations to the City 

Council and not for any other reason.  

Members shall sign a non-disclosure agreement before receiving proprietary information. 

 

(h) Recommendations. 

 

The commission shall submit recommendations regarding socially responsible investing 

to the City Council in the form of an official communication to the City Council. 

Explanatory reports shall be included with the recommendations. Additionally, it shall be 

the duty of the chairperson of the commission to submit an annual report to the Mayor, 

City Council, Finance Director, and Treasurer no later than January 31
st
 of each calendar 

year. Said annual reports shall be public documents.

WHEREAS, The Maintenance would serve the purposes of PWSB by contributing to the 

deterrence of potential storm water runoff and other prospective issues in the Watershed; and 

WHEREAS, PWSB has offered to direct and oversee the Maintenance, and Providence 

has accepted such offer, all upon the terms and conditions of a certain Memorandum of 

Understanding (“Memorandum”); and 

WHEREAS, The Council has reviewed and given due consideration to said 

Memorandum, and is desirous of authorizing the City to enter into said Memorandum. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That, to the extent Council authorization is 

required, PWSB’s General Manager is hereby authorized to execute said Memorandum and, 

thereby, to bind PWSB to the terms of the same; and
